BACKGROUND:  CITY OF PERGAMUM 

 

 Pergamum was due north of Ephesus and Smyrna, but was about 15 miles inland 

from the Mediterranean Sea.  The city sat on a plain at the foot of a conical 

mountain that rose about a thousand feet above it.  Pliny, the Roman philosopher 

and author, said Pergamum was the most distinguished city in Asia. 

 Pergamum was a major religious center, being the first city in any province to 

build a temple to a living emperor – Caesar Augustus – in 29 BC (three years 

before Smyrna).   

 The city also played home to many other temples and cults, not the least of which 

was the massive temple and altar to Zeus.  This massive structure was at the top 



of the mountain (acropolis) and was built in the first half of the second century 

BC.  It was excavated in the late 1800s, and its friezes were sent to Berlin.  Later, 

this structure was used as the model for the building of the Tribune at Zepplin 

Field in Nuremburg.  Hitler often visited this structure.

 Another prominent cult was that of Asklepios, the god of healing and medicine.  

His symbol was the serpent, entwined around a staff (the symbol used by doctors 

today).  Many would travel to his temples in order to receive cures for their 

illnesses and diseases. 

 There were many other temples in the city (including a very elegant temple to 

Athena), as well as many public buildings, a fountain, and a major library 

(200,000 pieces).
